Possible Activities:

Learn the word significant. Children will sort well-known people based on their significance and give
reasons for their choices.

Learn the life stories of significant individuals being studied and do own research from range of primary
and secondary sources e.g. film, books, websites, pictures.

Place the studied individuals on a timeline.

Examine ways these individuals have been remembered using photographs and other artefacts.

Identify similarities and differences between the explorers studied.

To use what they have learnt about chosen explorers and make a judgement on who they consider to be
the most significant and why.

Hot seating activities where children plan and ask questions for different explorers.

To compare a modern sea journey with one in the 15" century (time of Christopher Columbus) e.g. diary
entries.
